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BOARD POLICY





       MEETINGS OF SOCIETY MEMBERS AND VOTING METHOD





Two general membership meetings will be held each academic year (Fall and Spring) with communication for the Fall Meeting taking place at each of the School’s Back to School Nights. The Board of Directors reserves the right to call special membership meetings as necessary. The agenda for such meetings shall include, but not be limited to the following: 





A.  Substantive reports of the Society's operations and financial conditions.





B.  Financial report relative to any proposed increases in tuition or fees (Spring only);





C.  Elections to fill expiring terms and vacancies on the Board of Directors (Spring).





D.  Substantive reports of the School's instructional programs and related affairs; and any problem or proposal presented by a member or members from the floor which is germane to a purpose or function of the Society.





Special Meetings   





Special membership meetings shall be called by the President, or acting President, of the Board of Directors at the request of a majority of the Board or upon petition of ten percent of the Society members.  Notice of the meetings shall be given at least 14 days prior to the meeting and must specify the business to be transacted. In matters dealing with election of Board of Directors, amendment to the Articles of Association, or any other matter being considered at a specially called Society meeting, ballots shall be mailed to the full membership of the Society along with the meeting notice and agenda. Signed ballots received until the designated meeting time will be counted.





Quorum and Voting Method





One quarter of the voting members of the Society, or 75 voting members, whichever is less, constitutes a quorum for the purpose of transaction of any business of the Society. If, after the expiration of fifteen (15) minutes, one-quarter of the voting members is not present, then the meeting shall stand adjourned for one (1) week at the same place and hour; the Secretary shall give four (4) days’ notice to members of such adjourned meeting. If, at such adjourned meeting, a quorum is not present after fifteen (15) minutes, members present shall be deemed quorum, and shall have


power to proceed with the business of the meeting. With the exception of the amendment of the Articles of Association and Bylaws and removal of members of the 
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Board, all votes will be decided by a simple majority of the voting members present. These Articles and Bylaws may be amended by a two-thirds majority of all voting members present. Voting by proxy or absentee ballot will not be permitted. Amendments may be proposed by the Board of Directors or by a petition signed by ten (10) of the voting members and duly delivered tot he Secretary of the Society. The text of the proposed amendments shall be furnished to the Secretary at least fifteen (15) days before the meeting at which it is proposed to consider them, and the Secretary shall cause the text of the proposed amendments to be distributed to the members with the notice of the meeting.
