			     SCHOOL LEGAL STATUS





The name of the School shall be the (Overseas) School also referred to as "the School" throughout this manual.





The School was registered on ( Date ) by the Registrar of Joint Stock Companies, (country). Capital Territory, Certificate No. 34/S/SR of (Date), issued under the Society’s Registration Act. XXI of (Date).





The control and management of the School rests with the (Overseas School) Society, a non-profit association of parents and faculty organized for the purpose of providing a pre-kindergarten through grade 12 school for their children, using a curriculum based on the North American education system. The School shall have an English-speaking faculty, and instruction shall be carried out in English, with the exception of those courses designed to teach other languages.





The School is governed by a nine-member Board of Directors, seven members of whom are elected by the members of the Society, and two appointed by the United States Ambassador. This Board governs the School in accordance with applicable local law, with the Articles of Association and Bylaws of the Society and with its own adopted policies.  The Board selects and appoints a Superintendent, to whom it delegates the implementation of its policies and the administration of the School.
