                      SCHOOL BOARD LEGAL STATUS AND BY-LAWS








Under the Society’s Articles of Association,  "Management of the Society shall be vested in a Board of Directors, accountable to the Society Members.”


The School Board of Directors (referred to in practice and throughout this manual as the "Board”) is required to render both a President's and a Treasurer's report at each scheduled meeting of the Society; copies of these reports and minutes of Board meetings shall be available to Society members.





The Articles of Association authorize the formulation of a set of Bylaws, whose purpose it shall be to provide an orderly basis of operation under which the School may function to meet the educational requirements of the children attending the School. Bylaws must be consistent with the Society’s Articles of Association and exist to offer guidance and direction to the Board of Directors. The Board shall engage a Superintendent who shall be responsible to the Board for the operation of the School with responsibility consistent with those stated in Bylaws.





Adoption, deletion, and amendment of Bylaws shall be done by ballot and shall require participation of two-thirds majority of those voting Society members present as outlined in the Articles of Association.
