		   BOARD MEMBER AUTHORITY AND LIABILITY





Under the Articles and Bylaws of the Society, the Board of Directors is the governing body.  As such, the School Board exercises authority as a collective group and only through action at a duly convened, official meeting.





Individual Board members thus have no legal authority outside of these meetings to act in word or deed on behalf of the Board, except if the Board has specifically conferred such authority on an individual member for a particular time or instance.





Furthermore, any written communication from a Board member, or any individual or group acting on behalf of the Board, to the staff, parents, ministries or other organizations, shall require prior Board or Board President approval.





Board members shall be covered by a School-purchased liability insurance policy.
