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			 ELECTION OF BOARD MEMBERS





The Articles and By-laws of the Society states that the Board of Directors shall consist of nine (9) members, two appointed by the United States Ambassador and seven (7) elected by and from Society members. Members of the Board will hold office for one (1) year, beginning on the first day of July following an election. Board members are eligible for re-election. In extreme situations where signature authority and security decisions are required, the Board President may ask Board members to continue their office until such time as a newly elected Board meets in formal session.





Any member of the Society shall be eligible for election, except that only one member of a family can serve on the Board and no Board member may have an immediate family member who is a full time paid employee of the School.





In addition to open nominations, in order to ensure that candidates are available for each vacant position and that they represent various segments of the Society, the Election Commission may seek out individuals willing to run for the Board, and encourage these individuals to file a nominating petition. Members of the Election Commission will not, however, make public a list of those persons whom they urged to run for election.  The election of Board members shall take place during the final quarter of the school year.





Election Commission and balloting procedures shall be as prescribed in the Bylaws of the Society. Balloting results shall be communicated to the members of the Society within 72 hours of the close of the balloting. Successful candidates will be confirmed at the next Society Meeting. Candidates not elected will be considered standby members of the Board ranked in order of the number of votes each received.
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
