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BOARD POLICY








				SPECIAL BOARD MEETINGS





Special Board meetings may be called at any time by the President, by the Secretary upon the written request of five (5) or more members of the Board of Directors, or upon receipt of a petition signed by ten (10) or more voting members of the Society with such petition stating the subject(s) to be discussed. Unless the Board members present vote to go into Executive Session, Special Meetings shall be open to members of the Society, School staff, students and guests invited by the Board.





The call of the meeting shall indicate the subject (s) proposed for discussion. No business other than that stated in the notice of the meeting shall be transacted.





Notice of a Special Board Meeting including the agenda to be discussed shall be given at least seven (7) days before the date set for the meeting.  In emergencies, a Special Meeting may be called on shorter notice; if, in the judgment of the President, the circumstances warrant it.  Reasonable steps shall be taken to notify all  Society members of the meeting. If a quorum of Board members agree to waive the normal notification requirements of seven (7) days, the meeting may be held.
