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BOARD POLICY








              SOCIETY MEMBERS ATTENDANCE AT BOARD MEETINGS





The Board is elected by members of the Society to oversee the operations of the School.  The Board conducts its meetings in open session.  Parents and teachers are encouraged to attend Board meetings and address their concerns to the Board at the appropriate time stated in the agenda. However, such participation must be orderly and no person or group has the right to obstruct the deliberations of the Board.





The following procedures have been established:





A.  Members of the Society should be reminded that the Board is charged with representing all of the community, and that Board decisions are by majority vote of its members.





B.  Copies of the Board agenda will be posted in advance and made available at meetings.





C.  Persons who wish to bring a particular concern before the Board should observe the following procedures:





1.  Advance Written Requests:  As a courtesy a person who wishes to address the Board should submit his/her request in writing to the Board President with a copy to the Superintendent at least five days before the date of the meeting, indicating the subject to be discussed.  The item may then be incorporated in the meeting agenda sent to Board members at least two days before the meeting.





2.  Requests During the Meeting:  If no advance request has been made, a person wishing to address the Board may do so under agenda item "Parent/Staff Concerns" or when recognized by the President.





3.  Addressing the Board:  Each person addressing the Board will state his/her name and the subject of his/her remarks.  The Board President may establish a time limit for speakers, depending upon the number of speakers and the length of the agenda.
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4.  Undue Disruption  Undue interruption or other interference with the orderly conduct of Board meetings will not be allowed.  Defamatory or abusive remarks are always out of order.  The President may terminate the speaker's privilege if, after being called to order, s/he persists in improper conduct or remarks or exceeds a predetermined time limit.





5.  Action by the Board:  Other than answering simple questions of fact, the Board will not act upon any concern or request brought before it at the same meeting.  Questions may be referred to the Superintendent for further investigation and report; or the Board may place the matter on the agenda of a subsequent meeting for discussion and action.  At the meeting at which the address is made, it is the practice of the Board simply to receive the communication and take it under advisement without immediate action.
